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Miss Missouri Outstanding Teen

Official Rules and Regulations for 2012 Pageant Contestants
Contestant must:
1. If have won a local Outstanding Teen pageant, must have been at least 13 years of age on the day of the local pageant.  If competing as an at-large contestant, must be at least 13 years of age by the first day of the state pageant, June 9, 2012.  She can be no older than 17 years of age as of July 31, 2012.  She cannot be eligible to compete in the Miss Missouri level at any time during that pageant year.
2. Be no more than a rising senior by the time of the national competition.
3. Be and have always been a female.
4. Be a United States citizen.
5. Have been a resident in the state in which she is competing for at least 6 months prior to the local or state competition.
6. Must reside in, be enrolled in, and attending classes on a full-time basis at an accredited public, private, or home-schooling program, in the state which she intends to represent in the state or national finals.

7. Be single, never married, nor have been the parent of any natural or adopted child.
8. Never been convicted of a crime, does not have any criminal charges pending against    her, and be of good moral character.
9. Be in reasonable good health (to the best of her knowledge) and able to participate fully   and without limitation in any activity program in the competition.
10. Not use or consume alcohol or any illegal, controlled, or dangerous substances.
11. Be able to meet the time commitment and job responsibilities as set forth by Miss Missouri’s Outstanding Teen and Miss Missouri.
12. Be judged in all phases of competition, which includes Talent, Interview, Lifestyle and Fitness in Sportswear, Scholastic Achievement, and On-stage Question.
13. Agree that all decisions of the judges are final and binding.
